Reading

Learning — Non-Fiction Survivors by David Long

In Shared Reading this half term, we are
continuing to develop comprehension skills in
non-fiction using the exciting text ‘Survivors:
Extraordinary Tales from the Wild and Beyond’
by David Long.

Outcome

Pupils will be able to:

e Predict what might happen from details,
both stated and implied.

e Work out the meaning of unfamiliar
words from the context.

e Retrieve information, refining their
scanning skills.

e Summarise main ideas, identifying key
details and using quotations to help
illustrate their ideas

e Explain and discuss their understanding
of what they have read, drawing
inferences and justifying these with
evidence.

e Make comparisons within and across
books.

In addition to this, pupils will gain further
practise at answering test-type questions, in
order to develop their confidence for future
formal reading assessments. With a particular
focus on 2 and 3 mark questions, explaining
ideas using evidence from the text.

Pupils can:

In this unit, children explore how
data is transferred over the
internet. They initially focus on
addressing, before they move on
to the makeup and structure of
data packets. Children then look
at how the internet facilitates
online communication and
collaboration; they complete
shared projects online and
evaluate different methods of
communication. Finally, they
learn how to communicate
responsibly by considering what
should and should not be shared
on the internet.
